SAVVA Technical Tip 76 - ignition coils

The following maybe old hat to most of us but newer enthusiasts could get caughtoutsol et 6 s

at it again. Incidentally, this applies to 12 volt coils only.

Recentl vy, an old friend told the story about
when the coil gave up and left him stranded. Fortunately, one of the other participants had a
spare.l asked if he had the old one handy which

used with a b &hdnd pdintedr tleissdutstd loim be. shrugged his shoulders and
mumbled something like ¥ s o what 6s t hlke differehde esrverynsomple 7 if you use
these coils on 12 volts without a ballast resistor you will also end up being stranded on the side of
the road.

If you go to the local scrapyard to retrieve a nice shiny coil from a newer model vehicle it will
invariably be an 8 volt coil that requires a ballast resistor. The ballast resistor is usually a white
porcelain thingie attached to the fire wall. These coils work such:

When you turn the key to start the engine and the engine is turning over you are putting 12 volts
into an 8 volt coil resulting in a much hotter spark. This extra spark assists starting especially in
cold weather or when t hence thgeangne istusnng and yiowreldase
the key the current then flows through a resistor which takes away 4 volts leaving 8 volts for the
coil. If you continue putting 12 volts on this coil without a ballast resistor it will eventually overheat
and the windings burn out leaving you stranded like my friend was.

So, when buying or replacing the coil on an early car not fitted with a resistor ensure it is a 12 volt
one. Coils to be used with a resistor are usually markedi it o be wused with a

The SDP immediately
transformed into a mighty 917 with Peter de Klerk at the controls, and by the next marshal we
were only three minutes late. Did you get that i THREE MINUTES LATE? Smelling of oil and
burnt rubber we transformed back into SDP and wifey spent several minutes recovering and
reminding me of what a bone head | was.

Wont bore you with a lot more detail, save it to say that the first two days were good if you are OK
with a four digit score, and on the last day i that sweet run to Sabie i on the road from Hazyview
to Sabie i the famous route 22 | believe, when round a bend at speed i suddenly nothing.
